2.1  Location: Shipboard

 2.3  Intent: Upon vessel arrival make connection and provide temporary services to the vessel during the repair availability.

3. Work Description:
3.1  General - All services listed are to be provided within 8 hours after vessel arrival at the contractor's facility. The following services are to be provided within one hour after vessels arrival: electrical power, fire main, gangway, and telephone. Services shall be disconnected only when necessary to shift the vessel and restored within one hour after shifting of vessel. The (COTR/Port Engineer/Chief Engineer) will be notified a minimum of 24 hours in advance of any scheduled disruption of temporary services. Services are to be provided continuously (unless otherwise noted), for the entire availability specified in the contract, plus any extensions thereof that are not resulting from contract modification. Contractor shall be responsible for all disconnections and re-connections that are necessary to carry out specific work items. Vessels crew will identify to the contractor the service connection points.

3.1.1  Electrical Power - Provide 450 volt, 60 Hertz, three (3) phase power to the vessel. Minimum amperage shall be at least equal to the load rating of the vessel's Shore Power Breaker. Contractor will be responsible for determining the correct phase rotation prior to supplying power and for any damage incurred due to excessive voltage during service.

Phase rotation shall be witnessed by the COTR or designated representative prior to supplying power to the vessel.
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seq level7 \h \r0 3.1.2  Firemain/Cooling Water - Provide salt or fresh water to the vessels firemain system. Pressure at the vessels connection shall not exceed 125 psig and shall be a minimum of 100 psig when the auxiliary salt water system is cross-connected (A/C and refrigeration) and two 1½ inch fire hoses 50 feet in length are in operation. Vessels crew will cross-connect the auxiliary salt water cooling to the firemain system. (See Item 052-001 - Fire Protection & Housekeeping for fire hose protection requirements separate from the vessels firemain system).

3.1.3  Potable Water - Provide ____ gallons/tons per day of potable water at 60 psig to the vessels potable water system connection. Contractor is responsible for compliance with local ordinances and US Public Health Service regulations concerning the use of hoses, check valves or other devices used to prevent contamination of fresh water sources. Water samples from the source shall be sent to a laboratory ashore for testing to ensure the water is suitable for potable use. The contractor shall provide the laboratory test results to the COTR upon vessel arrival and prior to connection to the vessel.

3.1.4  Shore Steam - Provide psig, at lbs/hr. to the vessels shore steam connection. A pressure gage and in-line strainer is to be provided at the vessel's system connection point downstream of the shore steam hose.

3.1.5  Cooling Water - Provide salt or fresh water to the vessels auxiliary salt water system at psig. This connection is separate from the connection made to the vessel's firemain system.

3.1.6  Feedwater - Provide gallons/tons of feedwater. Contractor to provide equipment to deliver the feedwater to fill points on the vessel specified by the COTR. Shore processed feedwater (De-mineralizers, Reverse Osmosis) shall conform to the following requirements:

- 6.0 to 8.0

 


• Conductivity
- 2.5 microhm/cm (max)




• Dissolved Silica
- 0.2 ppm (max)




• Hardness

- 0.10 epm (max)

3.1.7  Compressed Air - Provide clean, dry compressed air at 100 psi 300 cfm minimum at connection to vessels system located in the engine room, exact location of the hook up to the vessel's air piping is to be designated by the COTR. Furnish, install and maintain a moisture separator of adequate size (300 cfm) at the inlet to the vessel's air system.

3.1.8  Telephone Service - Provide and connect private telephone lines and telephones in the following spaces with the service indicated for each location:
