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1. Item Name:  VENTILATION DAMPERS AND REMOTE SHUTDOWNS; USCG TEST

2. Scope of Work:
2.1  Location of Work:
Throughout the ship. See Paragraphs 3.1 and 3.2 of this item for specific locations.

2.2  Identification: N/A

2.3  Intent: Test and prove proper operation of all remotely operated fire dampers in ventilation systems as well as all remote shutdowns of ventilation fans as required by USCG Regulations.

3. Work Description:
3.1  Close all fan dampers listed below from their respective remote operating stations in the presence of USCG Inspector. In the case of remote operating stations that have a "break glass" method of actuation, the glass cover is to remain intact but be removed out of service for purpose of test only, then replaced on completion of test. On successful completion of test, reset each damper and its remote operator to normally open position.

3.1.1  Provide a list of dampers and/or actuators requiring repairs to COTR.

3.1.1.1  While testing fire damper actuation, check and make sure that identification place plates and/or stencils for all dampers and their remote actuators are in and are legible. Report any discrepancies to COTR.

3.2  Operate remote shutdowns for ventilation fans as shown on the following list in the presence of USCG inspector and prove that each fan can be shut down from its remote shutdown station. Restart and restore fans to their normal operating mode on completion of test.

3.2.1  Provide a list of remote shutdown actuators requiring repairs to COTR.

3.2.1.1  While testing fan shutdowns, check and make sure that identification plates and/or stencils for all remote stop stations and individual switches are in place and are legible. Report any discrepancies to COTR.

4. Performance Criteria/Deliverables:
4.1  Submit list of necessary repairs to COTR as per paragraphs 3.1.1 and 3.2.1

6. Notes:
6.1  Note that it will be necessary to alert all personnel aboard vessel prior to this test that ventilation fans will be shut down during testing period. Also, any internal combustion engines taking their combustion air from ventilated spaces under test may have to be shut down during this test as well.

6.2  Where ventilation damper and/or fan remote shutdowns are linked to fixed firefighting system actuators such that damper closure or fan shutdown is automatically accomplished when fixed firefighting system controls are operated, then demonstration of such shutdowns will be a part of the individual fixed firefighting system operation test and not a part of this item.
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
