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1. Item Name: LADDERS, EMBARKATION AND PILOT; WEIGHT TEST

2.3  Intent: Conduct a weight test of all Embarkation and Pilot Ladders in ship's inventory.

3.2  All lifeboat Embarkation Ladders (chain suspension ladders discussed in 40 CFR 94.5 et al) and Pilot (Jacob) Ladders shall be examined and tested.

CHECK POINTS - (Condition Report - Witnessing Tests)
3.2.1  Provide written certification for all weights used by serialized Condition Report. 

3.2.2  All tests shall be in the presence of the COTR and regulatory body representatives.

3.3  Any covering shall be entirely removed prior to test and examination of ladders. Upon satisfactory completion of test and examination, all such removals shall be replaced.


3.4  Test procedures.



3.4.1  At the start of the test the ladder shall be rolled up on deck.

3.4.2  With the lashing rings secured, it shall be freely dropped so that the weight of the entire ladder will be on the secured end.

3.4.3  With the ladder suspended full length vertically place a total static load of 2000 pounds on the lower end of the ladder in such a manner as to be distributed equally between the suspended members. 

3.4.4  Test, six (6) steps per ladder, with a static load of 700 pounds for approximately one (1) minute per step. Test the ladder steps so that the load acts on both the step and its attachments. The load shall be uniformly distributed over approximately four inches of contact surface at the center of the step. 

3.5  At the completion of the weight tests, the ladders and attachments shall be laid out for inspection.

CHECK POINT - (Condition Report)
3.5.1  Report the results of all parts of the weight tests for each ladder via serialized Condition Report.

3.6  Hammer test all fittings for securing ladders to ship. Prime and paint to match existing after hammer test.

CHECK POINT - (Condition Report) 

3.6.1  Submit Condition Report with results of test. Repairs, if required, will be authorized via separate Delivery Order. 

3.7  Defective ladders, will be scrapped. Replacements will be via separate Delivery Order.

3.8  Stow Embarkation Ladders at normally installed locations and leave ready for use. Stow Pilot Ladders in location specified by COTR.

4. Performance Criteria/Deliverables:
4.1  Witness, with regulatory representative, weight tests of all Embarkation and Pilot Ladders.


4.2  Receipt of serialized Condition Report with certification of weights used.


4.3  Receipt of serialized Condition Report reporting condition of ladders inspected.

4.4  Receipt of serialized Condition Report reporting condition of attachment points inspected.
