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1. Item Name: PIER SERVICES

2. Scope of Work:

2.1  Location of Work: Various


2.2  Identification:

2.3  Intent: Upon vessel arrival provide pier services to the vessel during the repair availability.

3. Work Description: 

3.1  General - All services listed are to be provided within 8 hours after vessel arrival at the contractor's facility. Services shall be disconnected only when necessary to shift the vessel and restored within one hour after shifting of vessel. The COTR will be notified a minimum of 24 hours in advance of any scheduled disruption of temporary services. Services are to be provided continuously (unless otherwise noted), for the entire availability specified in the contract, plus any extensions thereof that are not resulting from contract modification. Contractor shall be responsible for all disconnections and reconnections that are necessary to carry out specific work items. Vessels crew will identify to the contractor the service connection points.

3.1.1  Bilge Water and Slops Disposal - Furnish all necessary pumps, hoses, fittings and all labor required to pump out and maintain dry all machinery spaces, shaft alley and cargo hold bilges, drain wells and oily slop tanks as required. 

3.1.1.1  Pump and properly dispose of          gallons oily/contaminated bilge water, and         gallons of slop tank contents. This includes bilge water and slops present upon ship's arrival and also that generated by non-contractor activities throughout the industrial period. Disposal of any liquids generated by the contractor are the responsibility of the contractor. Bilges and drain wells shall be maintained free of water and oil throughout industrial period. 
3.1.1.2  Deploy and maintain oil retention booms as necessary during any oily liquid or bilge slops transfer operation.

3.1.1.3  All oily liquids, bilge water and slops shall be properly disposed of in compliance with the Environmental Protection Agency and other related local, state and federal regulations. 
3.1.1.4  The contractor shall submit a Condition Report on a weekly basis to the COTR with attached receipt identifying source, quantity, contents and final disposal activity of all oily liquids disposed. 

3.1.1.5  All bilges will be left free of all water, oil, grease and debris and in a clean dry condition at departure from contractor's facility. 
3.1.2  Sewage Collection - Provide sanitary and sewage disposal for            gallons/day. The contractor shall have a disposal system of sufficient capacity to allow the vessel to operate all of its sanitary facilities 24 hours a day.

3.1.3  Garbage and Trash Disposal - Furnish dumpsters, either on board or immediately adjacent to the ship, for the disposal of garbage and debris generated by the crew. The dumpsters shall be emptied as often as necessary, and kept clean to prevent them from becoming a health hazard. All garbage and debris shall be disposed of in accordance with federal, state and local laws. This requirement is in addition to removal of trash and debris generated by the contractor during performance of the specifications. 

3.1.4  Portable Toilet Facilities - Provide          portable toilet unit(s) for vessel personnel during the availability. Portable toilet units are to be positioned at a location on the vessel convenient to the ship's berthing and main deck areas, and accessible by a crane for servicing. Pumping out, cleaning and re-supply service shall be twice a week.
