3.2  Surfaces of spots to be gauged are to be prepared so as to insure a clean steel surface for accurate measurement.

3.3  Tanks requiring internal gaugings are to be opened and certified “Safe for Entry” by a Marine Chemist or “Competent Person”. The Contractor is to accomplish any local cleaning of tanks to provide access for the gauging personnel. Tanks are to be subsequently closed with new gaskets.

3.4  Cargo holds requiring gaugings are to be staged for access to overhead structure.

3.5  Gauging personnel are to prepare a written report of the gauging results. The report is to show the existing thickness values, original thickness values and the resulting percent of wastage. Original thickness values can be found in the Builder’s plans which are located in the vessel’s files. 

3.6  The Contractor is to provide the COTR with three (3) copies of this report.

3.7  Gauging personnel are to be certified by the American Bureau of Shipping and are to provide documentation of same to the COTR.
