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1. Item Name: POTABLE WATER TANKS AND SYSTEM; INSPECT AND CHLORINATE

2. Scope of Work:
2.1  Location of Work: Throughout Ship

2.2  Identification: Ship's Potable Water System

2.3  Intent: Inspect and chlorinate potable water tanks and piping to ensure cleanliness of entire system.

3. Work Description:
3.1  Disinfect potable water tanks and all potable water piping, pumps, heat exchangers and hydropneumatic reservoirs in potable water system using an approved chlorination compound. Chlorination of potable water storage tanks and piping shall be carried out in accordance with USPHS Publication 393, Handbook on Sanitation of Vessel Construction, Section A17.

CHECK POINT - (Lab Analysis)
3.1.1  A sample of water in system shall be obtained and analyzed for microbiological purity and absence of other contaminants on completion of final flush. Deliver results of lab analysis to COTR.

3.1.2  During chlorination and flush procedures, inspect all piping, valves, joints and pump seals for leakage.

CHECK POINT - (Report of Leakage)
3.1.2.1  Prepare a detailed report of leakage found and deliver same to COTR.

CHECK POINT - (Water Sample)
3.2  In addition to the sample obtained under Paragraph 3.1 above, obtain an additional sample of system contents for delivery to representative of U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (Public Health Service, Food and Drug Administration) on request.
