3.2  All lifeboats and lifeboat davits shall undergo a full load suspension test as specified in 46 CFR 71.25-15, Annual Inspection of Lifesaving Equipment.

3.3  Sand bags or other weights approved by the COTR shall be used. Adding weight to boats by filling with water will NOT be permitted.

3.4  Test procedure.

3.4.1  In the presence of the regulatory body inspector and the COTR, and when directed by the COTR, lower the boat to the water from the Boat Deck using the davit in which the lifeboat is normally stowed.

3.4.2
Prove the operation of the davit winch brake by stopping the boat as directed by the regulatory body inspector. With the boat less than 6 inches above the water, and when directed by the inspector, operate the lifeboat disengaging apparatus and prove satisfactory operation.

CHECK POINT - (Weight Tests)




3.4.2.1
All tests to be in presence of regulatory body member(s) and COTR.

3.4.3
Prior to hoisting the lifeboat(s) from the water, the sand bags or other weights used for testing purposes shall be removed from the boats, after which the boats shall be hoisted, stowed and secured at their respective stations.

3.5  All loose sand and debris left in the lifeboats shall be removed. All oil, scum and materials adhering to the exterior surfaces of the lifeboats as a result of the testing operations, shall be thoroughly cleaned off, leaving the lifeboats in clean, ship-shape and ready for use condition.

CHECK POINT - (Cleanliness)
3.5.1  COTR to inspect interior and exterior of boat for cleanliness at completion of stowing boat.

3.6  Upon completion of testing, clean, prime and paint disturbed areas of the boat to match surrounding areas in accordance with the appropriate MARAD Coating guidelines.

CHECK POINT (Surface Preparation)

3.6.1  COTR to inspect surface preparation prior to first coat of primer and prior to application of successive coats of paint.

4.  Performance Criteria/Deliverables:

4.1  Satisfactory weight test.


4.2  Satisfactory cleaning of boats and stowage of boats in a ready-for-use condition.

4.3  Satisfactory preparation of disturbed areas for painting and for application of primer and each successive coat of paint.
