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1. Item Name: SAFETY TREAD, ALUMINUM; RENEW
2. Scope of Work: 

2.1  Location: Throughout the ship (see paragraph 3.1).

2.2  Identification: See paragraph 3.1.

2.3  Intent: Renew the safety treads at the top and bottom of inclined ladders.

3. Work Description: 

3.1  Aluminum treads shall be renewed on ladders at the following locations:
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3.2  Remove all aluminum safety treads at the base or the top of designated ladders.

3.3  Clean the surfaces in way of the removed treads to bare metal in accordance with SSPC-SP 3, Power Tool Cleaning. Edges of the prepared areas shall be feathered in to the adjacent tightly adhering paint.

CHECK POINT - (Surface Preparation)
3.3.1  The COTR shall approve surface preparation prior to application of primer.

3.4  Prepared areas shall be coated with two coats of epoxy and one topcoat to match the surrounding area. Coatings shall be in accordance with MARAD Coating Guidelines.

3.5  After the coating has properly cured, furnish and install new aluminum safety treads in place of those removed. New treads shall be installed with all new stainless steel fasteners. Install 1/16" insulating materials between the treads and the existing deck structure. New non-conductive washers and grommets shall be installed to insulate dissimilar metals from each other.

3.6  Take appropriate steps to minimize disruption to heavily traveled areas. No more than one entry to any given site will be worked simultaneously.

4. Performance Criteria/Deliverables: 
4.1  Approval of surface preparation prior to application of primer.
