The application process, which includes pre-application activities related to siting, EPA certifications, etc., is initiated by a State and results in the transfer of the vessel to the State that desires to obtain obsolete ships from the federal government. Private sector companies are encouraged to engage with coastal States regarding opportunities to prepare vessels for reefing, however, private sector companies cannot supplant the State’s role and responsibilities in the application or custody process. MARAD has the authority (as of FY 03) to provide financial assistance to states for the preparation of ships for reefing. However, at this time MARAD is not considering preparing vessels for reefing based on speculation of future State interest or ahead of a State’s application for one or more ships.  MARAD’s priority remains the disposal of its worst condition ships, the majority of which are not likely to be good reefing candidates.
