Be activated in 2– 5 days 

Conduct Joint Logistics Over the Shore 
(JLOTS) operations because of damage 

to local port 

Conduct vessel traffic service (VTS)        
operations for the port from the ship’s 

navigational bridge.  

Provide potable water to vessels work-
ing in the area that are unable to make 
their own  water. This allows them to 
stay on scene and continue to provide 

relief services.  

Provide berthing, meals, and laundry 

services  

Provide  potable water to assist with 
the wash down of all equipment being 
loaded in order to pass the agriculture 

inspection. 

Provide crane services to lighter barges 
and other military and commercial 

vessels with aid cargoes.
