SPECIFICATION PREPARER: INSERT PROPER INFORMATION INTO PARA. 2.2 AND 2.3. DEPENDING ON NUMBER OF CARGO HOLDS TO BE PAINTED AND WHAT SURFACES OF THE CARGO HOLDS TO BE DEALT WITH. INFORMATION OF THIS SCOPE WOULD NORMALLY BE OBTAINED FROM THE COTR BUT MIGHT ALSO BE FOUND IN THE DECK DEPARTMENT’S VOYAGE REPAIR LIST. FRAME NUMBERS OF CARGO HOLDS CAN BE OBTAINED FROM THE VESSEL’S “GENERAL ARRANGEMENT PLAN”.

2.3  Intent: Prepare and apply paint to the surfaces of designated cargo holds and tank tops.

3. Work Description:
3.1 Prior to start of surface preparation and painting activities, the contractor shall take precautions to protect all machinery and electrical equipment. Steps to be taken may include but are not limited to the following: Ensure that ship’s ventilation supply and exhaust systems to the spaces have been secured and termination points sealed with protective wrappings. Cover with protective wrapping all hydraulic hatch cover operating machinery, electric motors, and controllers, fire extinguishing overhead sprinkler fixtures, hand held fire extinguishers and mounting brackets, overhead lighting fixtures and any posted instruction, warning or safety notices.

CHECK POINT: (Examination of Protective Measures)

3.1.1  Protective wrapping installation is to be examined and approved by the COTR prior to proceeding with surface preparation. 

3.2  Surfaces are to be pressure washed with a solution of warm water and detergent and rinsed with clean fresh water. Where necessary, a biodegradable degreaser may be used to remove residues of oil and grease. The resulting liquid wastes are to be disposed of in accordance with Federal, State and Local regulations. Surfaces are to be thoroughly dry before paint application.

3.3  Erect staging where required for access. Provide and maintain adequate lighting during the course of surface preparation, coating and inspection activities. 

3.4  Provide and maintain adequate ventilation during the course of surface preparation, coating and inspection activities. Ventilation is to be sufficient to maintain a clear atmosphere. Ventilation ducting is to be maintained in a tight condition so as not to contaminate other areas of the vessel.

3.5  Paint material is to be stored in a space with dry surroundings and with an atmospheric temperature within the manufacturer’s specifications. 
3.6  Atmospheric and surface temperatures of the areas to be coated are to be maintained within the paint manufacturer’s recommendations during paint application.

3.7  The ambient atmospheric and surface temperatures are to be at least 5 degrees above the dew point temperature. The relative humidity is to be no greater than 80 percent during all coating activity.

CHECK POINT - (Examination of Prepared Surfaces)

3.7.1  Prior to the application of any coating, the surfaces are to be examined by the COTR and the paint manufacturer’s representative. Documentation of conditions in paragraph 3.7 are to be available for review. This is to include the first coat and all subsequent coats.

3.8  All paint application is to be performed in accordance with the paint manufacturer’s recommendations and under the supervision of the on-site paint manufacturer’s representative.

3.9  Upon completion, all protective wrapping and covering is to be removed and the areas cleared of all debris resulting from the surface preparation and painting operations.

CHECK POINT - (Final Examination of Work Area)

3.9.1  The entire work area is to be examined by the COTR for completeness, quality of work and cleanliness of the area.

3.10  Report Required - The contractor is to prepare and submit to the COTR a paint report containing the following data:

3.10.1  Date and times of applications.

3.10.2  Temperature, humidity and dew point at time of each application.

3.10.3  Dry film thickness readings (ten readings per 1,000 square feet of surface) for each coat of paint..

3.10.4  Manufacturer, Production Identification Number and Batch Numbers for each type of paint applied
