Also in the report the contractor shall identify all plugged sounding tubes, any damaged, stripped, bent or otherwise deficient sounding plugs, caps, valves or access. 

3.3  All deck plugs, sounding tube caps, sounding tube plugs, tank sounding access, shall be cleaned, re-gasketed, lubricated with anti-seize compound and reinstalled.
