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1.  Item Name: CLEANING AND WASHDOWN, ACCOMPLISH

2.  Scope of Work:
2.1  Location of Work:  Throughout the ship

2.2  Identification:  Cleaning for Redelivery

2.3  Intent: Clean the ship so that its machinery, working, living, storage and public spaces are clean, sanitary, degreased, free of trash, dirt, debris, fire hazards, noxious material or freestanding liquids prior to its re-delivery to the Reserve Fleet.

2.3.1
This does not include cargo hold cleaning.

3.  Work Description:
3.1  Passageways, general and public areas.

3.1.1  Remove and dispose of all trash, debris and abandoned materials from all areas. Sweep all decks broom clean.

3.1.2  Clean all overheads, bulkheads and decks using fresh water, detergents and cleaning solvents to remove grease, stains, grime and dirt.  Strip vinyl-covered decks of all previously-applied wax.  Use vacuums and carpet cleaning solutions for all decks covered by carpets.

Special Requirement - Disposal of Cleaning Materials
3.1.3  In this section and all other areas of this CLIN which call for use of such expendable cleaning materials as soap, water, detergents, solvents, or degreasers, Contractor must properly dispose of the hazardous waste products in accordance with Reference 5.1, Specification 061-001.G, Hazardous Materials; Handling.
3.1.2.1  Wipe clean any glass enclosures/notice boards, lighting fixtures, etc on bulkheads and overheads.

3.1.2.2  Wax vinyl-covered decks.

3.1.3
Protect all decks and bulkheads as required by Reference 5.2, Specification 041-001.G] Deck/Bulkhead Protection.

3.1.4  Consult Reference 5.3 to determine the location of all heating/ventilation/air conditioning (HVAC) system filters or heat transfer devices, such as pre-heaters, reheaters, heaters, cooling coils, unit coolers or independent heaters and air conditioners. Remove unit covers, access covers, ventilation transition pieces or joiner panels to allow cleaning access to all HVAC filters and heat transfer devices.

3.1.4.1  Clean all HVAC filters and heat transfer devices, air conditioning units, ventilation louvers, lint and blower screens, diffusers and grates of all dust, dirt, lint, grease and oil using compressed air, solvent, rags, detergents, water and hand cleaning.

3.2  Staterooms and Offices.

3.2.1  Clean furniture, chairs, shelves, bunks and lockers using fresh water and cleaning solvents.

3.2.1.1  Internally clean all desk drawers.  Wipe dry all cleaned items and place in respective places.

3.2.2  Clean all mirrors, port lights, ceiling and bunk lights.

3.2.3  Receive all ship's linens upon their return from cleaning facility and stow in ship's Clean Linen Storeroom.

3.3  Showers and Water Closets.

3.3.1  Scrub and clean all toilet bowls, seats and bases. Remove any traces of water or soil, clean thoroughly with disinfectant and deodorizer

3.3.2  Clean all wash basins, medicine cabinets, mirrors, faucets and soap dishes.

3.3.3  Remove all dirt, soap scum and mildew from tiled areas. Remove and dispose of all shower curtains

CHECK POINT – (Walk-through Inspection of Water Closets, Showers and Staterooms)

3.3.4  Upon inspection and acceptance of Water Closets, Showers and Staterooms by the COTR these spaces shall immediately be locked.

3.4  Storerooms, Fan Rooms, Laundry rooms, Cleaning Gear and Linen Lockers, etc.

3.4.1  Clean all shelves, storage rocks, slop sinks, bins and equipment with fresh water and cleaning solvents.  Wipe dry all cleaned items.

3.4.2  Clean tubs, bins, lint traps and interiors of lint exhaust ducts for all self-service clothes washers and dryers.

3.4.3  Remove and dispose of all swabs, brushes, rags, detergents and other expendable cleaning supplies. Empty, wash and stow buckets.

3.5  Galley, Pantries and Mess Rooms.

3.5.1  Remove steam and solvent clean all vent exhaust screens from hoods above galley ranges (Gaylord hoods).

3.5.1.1  Screens shall be left out and securely stowed near ship's position.

3.5.1.2  Degrease and wipe down the interior and exterior of hoods and leave clean.

3.5.1.3  Empty and clean of standing oil and grease and dispose of same from ranges, griddles and deep fat fryers.  Degrease, wash and dry ranges, griddles and deep fat fryers.

3.5.2  Clean all fixed and portable equipment, counter tops, shelves, steam trays, storage bins, sinks, tables, chairs, cabinets, and buffets in the galley, pantries and mess rooms.

3.5.2.1  Stow all galley gear in Steward's Department Storeroom.

3.5.2.2  Empty, clean, rinse and leave dry the interior of all drink disposal and vending machines, coffee and ice machines 

3.6  Weather Decks, Shelter Decks and Forecastle.

3.6.1  Clean all weather decks, shelter decks and the forecastle of grease deposits using solvents and degreasers, remove debris, trash and other foreign material, sweep all decks broom clean.

3.6.2  Clear all weather and shelter deck drains and scuppers, and prove proper drainage throughout the vessel.

3.7  Machinery Spaces. (includes but is not limited to anchor windlass room, all motor generator rooms, fan rooms, trash handling and compacting rooms, pump rooms, pump room access passages, steering gear, shaft alley, escape trunks, engine room, engine room and shaft alley tank tops, emergency generator room, CO2 room)

3.7.1  All surfaces shall be cleaned of fuel oil and water using solvents, detergents and water.  Trash, dirt, debris and loose scale shall be removed and all horizontal surfaces swept broom clean.

3.7.1.1  Horizontal surfaces include tank tops, beams, ladders, stringers, piping, bilge wells, external surface of machinery, boilers, uptakes, emergency diesel generator and machine shop.

CHECK POINT – (Reporting of Leaks)
3.7.1.2  Contractor shall determine and report, together with recommended repairs, the source of any persistent or recurring liquid leaks.

3.8  Ship's Service Refrigeration Boxes (Cargo and Domestic).

3.8.1  Clean the interior of each box.  Remove all trash, dirt and debris; sweep decks broom clean; wash, disinfect and dry.

3.8.1.1  Lift and replace each grating to facilitate cleaning.

3.8.2  Secure doors in the open position and block to prevent sagging.

3.8.3  Remove drain plugs, clean the scupper drains to ensure they are free and clear.

3.9  Ship's Refrigeration Boxes (Individual).

3.9.1  Clean the interior and exterior of all refrigerators on vessel.

3.9.2  Secure doors in the open position.

3.9.3  Install wooden blocks under each door to relieve tension on hinges, and secure doors to prevent their moving in a seaway.
