2.1  Location of Work: Main Deck

2.2  Identification: Exterior Mechanically Operated Hatch Cover Leafs Preventing Weather Elements from Entering Cargo Holds.

2.3  Intent: Renew damaged wire rope and obtain ABS certification in the process.

3. Work Description:
3.1  Remove interferences as required by Reference 5.1.
3.2  Lower boom to deck and allow all wire rope to slacken and relieve strain.

3.3  Remove and take custody of existing wire rope and dispose of same in accordance with Reference 5.2.

3.4  While wire rope is removed and boom is lowered to deck, remove its blocks and portable fittings to deck. Disassemble, degrease and clean for examination by COTR.

CHECK POINT - (Examination of Rigging Blocks)
3.4.1  COTR examine cleaned disassembled blocks.

CHECK POINT - (Written Report)
3.4.2  The contractor is to submit a written report of results of the examination to the COTR.

3.5  Following examination and acceptance of blocks, reassemble using new fasteners and grease fittings, lubricate and reinstall.

3.6  Verify wire rope length. Contractor shall obtain precise measurements to ensure that wire rope, once cut, fitted and installed will allow:

3.6.1  Boom to be lowered to ship’s weather deck or to a position 90( from the ship’s vertical axis when positioned at right angles from the ship’s longitudinal axis. [Applies to vang and topping lift wires].

3.6.2  Cargo hook to be lowered to any location on the tank top in an area within the hatch square when rigged for married fall operation. [Applies to cargo purchase wires].

3.6.3  Cargo hook to be lowered to any location on the tank top in an area within the hatch square when rigged as a single swinging boom. Applies to cargo purchase wires when rigged to maximum lift capacity.

CHECK POINT - (If Actual Required Length Exceeds Specified Length)
3.6.4  If the length of wire rope required by this specification is not adequate to meet the preceding conditions, notify COTR by condition report.

3.7  Grease winch drum surface. Fabricate and install new ABS-certified wire rope(s).

3.7.1  New wire rope shall be pressure-lubricated during reinstallation.

3.8  Reassemble and reinstall boom; restore interferences. Rig for test as single swinging boom in accordance with Reference 5.3.

CHECK POINT - (Proof Test)


3.8.1  Perform proof test for COTR in accordance with Reference 5.3.

3.9  Following acceptance of proof test, secure boom using its own nylon rods.

CHECKPOINT – (Certification)
3.9.1  Provide wire rope ABS material certification documents to COTR.

3.10  Degrease and clean work site.
