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1. Item Name: INFLATABLE LIFE-RAFTS, USCG INSPECTION

2. Scope of Work:
2.1  Location of Work: Boat Deck, Port and Starboard

2.2  Identification: Life-rafts

2.3  Intent: Conduct the required inspection on life-rafts in accordance with USCG requirements.
3. Work Description:

3.1  Remove the inflatable life-rafts from their respective stowages, including any hydraulic release devices and convey to a USCG approved repair facility. Test hydraulic release devices in accordance with Reference 5.1.

3.2  Mechanically clean life-raft supports/foundations of all loose paint, rust, scale and foreign material. Apply two (2) coats of primer and one topcoat to match surrounding area.

3.3  Contractor shall provide material to renew and update all necessary equipment and provisions but not including the life-raft casing, as required to comply with the latest USCG requirements and regulations of the International Convention for Safety of Life at Sea.

CHECK POINT – (Leakage and Proof Test)

3.4  The approved repair facility shall conduct a working pressure leakage test as outlined in Reference 5.2 except that the waiting period may be 2 hours in lieu of 6 hours. In addition, life-rafts having a suspension system which is integral with the life-raft and is intended to be used in launching operations shall be proof tested by a suspension test of 1.1 times the normal carrying capacity. All tests shall be witnessed by the Port Engineer and USCG Inspector.
3.5  Upon completion of repairs, tests and replacement of condemned equipment, provisions, rations and water, recharge inflation cylinders and repack the life-rafts in their containers. Seal, label and stencil the life-raft containers and release devices showing date of test, contractor's name, location and the USCG inspectors initials. Replace all damaged or faded instruction labels.

3.6  Install a new, 3/16" diameter USCG approved stainless steel operating cable (Lanyard) on each life-raft in addition to a new sea painter.

3.7  Return to vessel and stow the life-rafts in their respective stowages ready for use.
