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1.  Item Name: AUXILIARY SYSTEMS FOUNDATIONS; RENEWAL

2.  Scope of Work:

2.1  Location of Work: Main and Auxiliary Machinery Spaces

2.2  Identification: The following auxiliary machinery unit foundations require renewal: [Specification preparer to insert list and location data for auxiliary machinery unit foundations to be renewed.]
2.3  Intent: Renew, in their entirety, auxiliary machinery foundations which have eroded beyond allowable limits.

3.  Work Description:
3.1  Contractor will develop necessary shop drawings to accomplish replication of existing foundation(s) to be renewed. Drawings must show all dimensions, material lists, welding symbols, weight estimates and coating schemes.

CHECK POINT - (COTR shall review drawings of foundations)

3.2  Remove interferences as required by Reference 5.1.
3.3  Provide fire watches for any area which could come in direct contact with hot work. Fire watches shall be provided as required in Reference 5.2.
3.4  Tag out, uncouple, disconnect and remove machinery from foundation to be renewed and set off to one side. Provide and install blanks on disturbed piping. Provide, install and activate heaters on electric motors. Provide and install protective covers over removed machinery. Replace all disturbed insulation and lagging with environmentally safe, non-carcinogenic insulation and lagging.

3.5  Crop off specified foundation and remove to scrap. Grind smooth all burrs and protrusions. Clean, hand scrape and needle gun area under removed foundation. Prime coat to preserve surface integrity.

3.6  Fabricate and install new foundation in accordance with approved specifiied in Paragraph 3.1.

3.7  Prepare, prime and coat all new and disturbed surfaces in accordance with Reference 5.3. Top coats shall match surrounding areas.

3.8  Install, connect, align and restore removed machinery onto new foundation as original, using new fasteners.

3.9  Restore interferences.

CHECK POINT - (COTR to Witness Final Alignment Checks)

3.10  Carry out operational test of each machinery item to demonstrate satisfactory rigidity and alignment of new foundation.
