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1. Item Name:  LIVING SPACES; JOINER WORK; REPAIRS

2. Scope of Work:
2.1  Location: Living spaces.

2.2  Identification: See paragraph 3.1.

2.3  Intent: Replace all damaged living space’s joiner bulkheads.

3. Work Description:
3.1  The Contractor shall inspect all living spaces for damaged joiner bulkheads.

3.2  The Contractor shall record the following information for living spaces that require joiner bulkhead replacement:

CHECK POINT - (As Found Condition Report)
3.3  The Contractor shall provide an “as found” condition report to the COTR upon completion of the living spaces’ inspection. This report shall include a list of all areas where the joiner bulkheads have been damaged as recorded in paragraph 3.2.

3.4  The COTR shall inspect all areas listed in the as found condition report that require joiner bulkhead replacement and approve the work before the Contractor proceeds.

3.5  The Contractor shall remove all damaged joiner bulkhead sections in the living spaces listed in paragraph 3.2.

3.6  The Contractor shall install the new joiner bulkhead sections that are constructed from the same type of material, size and configuration as what was originally installed.

3.7  The Contractor shall use the same type of fasteners as was used in the original installation and in the same pattern.

3.8  Ordinarily, joiner bulkheads are constructed of aluminum alloy or steel except the .050 inch thick sheet CRES shall be used for boundaries for washroom, water closet and shower spaces. Double-faced metal bulkheads are generally used in locations where a flat surface is required to allow for decorative treatments, such spaces as in wardrooms and cabins.

3.9  Bulkheads around spaces, such as washroom and water closet spaces which have mechanical exhaust and natural supply ventilation, shall be of a completely closed joiner type with openings located as required for ventilation purposes.

3.10  Bulkheads of darkrooms, aviation examining rooms, eye, ear nose and throat reamtment rooms and similar spaces shall be constructed so as to exclude light.

3.11  Bulkheads forming boundaries of staterooms shall be constructed so as to exclude light wherever required by arrangement conditions.

3.12  The Contractor shall cut openings for natural ventilation in the upper portions of bulkheads with metal hoods installed wherever light-tightness is required.

3.13  The Contractor need not provide collars for joiner bulkhead penetrations (i.e. piping and wiring) if the clearances are less than 1/2 inch.

CHECK POINT - (As Found/Closing Condition Report)
3.14  The Contractor shall provide a report of the livings space’s as found and closing joiner bulkhead conditions. It shall include a list of all areas where joiner bulkheads have been replaced and all invoices to verify required the amount of required materials.

4.1  Receipt of as found condition report.

4.2  Receipt of as found/closing condition report.

6.1  Additional parts required and not specifically mentioned in this item shall be provided by the Contractor. The cost of the replacement parts will be covered by a separate delivery order and verified by invoice. However, the cost of labor to install these parts shall be included in this item.
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
