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1.  Item Name:  TOWING; ACCOMPLISH

2.  Scope of Work:
2.1  Location:  Ship is presently moored [in the James River Reserve Fleet, Fort Eustis, Virginia].
2.2  Identification: Trip-in-Tow.

2.3  Intent:  It is the intent of this specification that the contractor shall survey, prepare, take custody of, secure, and tow the vessel, in "cold" plant condition, from it's present berth location to the contractor's facilities where it shall be securely berthed and/or docked for repair work.  Upon completion of such repairs, prepare, secure, tow, and redeliver vessel from the contractor's facilities.

3.  Work Description:  
3.1  Tank Status Chart.  Using paragraphs 5.1, 5.2 and this specification as guidelines, prepare and maintain a chart which indicates the name, compartment number, liquid load and work status (open, clean, to be emptied prior to redelivery, final closure inspection, final closure witnessed) of  all ship's tanks being worked under this specification.
CHECK POINT - Daily tank status prior to trip-in-tow

3.1.1.  Contractor shall prepare this tank status chart and update it on a daily basis from the time he first obtains COTR permission to open any tank until he has formally accepted custody of the ship. 

3.2  Verify Soundings.  Ship's tanks  indicate the following liquid contents.

3.3  In accordance with the provisions of Reference 5.4, Article 12 of the MASTER LUMP SUM REPAIR AGREEMENT (MLSRA), accomplish the towing, transfer, shifting, and redelivery of the vessel.  Preparations are applicable to both the vessel delivery and redelivery tows and include the following:

3.3.1  Secure furniture in quarters; secure equipment and all other loose material throughout the vessel; install shaft locking devices,  steering gear locking devices, and towing bridles.

3.3.2  Provide a written report of stability calculations and results in terms of fitness for tow and excess stability, prior to every tow, considering the then-current conditions of load, fuel and ballast.

3.3.3  Consulting References 5.1 and 5.2, ballast and de-ballast the vessel as necessary to achieve trim and stability acceptable for tow.  Should the vessel require ballast for towing, tanks shall be treated against expansive ice damage if the vessel is in a freezing environment.  The vessel's ballast system is not available for the contractor's use.

CHECK POINT - COTR Permission to Open Tanks

3.3.3.1
While the ship is in a Maritime Administration Reserve Fleet or outport mooring, the Contractor must obtain permission from the COTR before he opens any ship's tank.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES WILL ANY TANK MANHOLE BE LEFT OPEN AFTER THE NORMAL WORKDAY WHILE SHIPS REMAIN AT THOSE SITES AND UNDER MARAD CUSTODY.

3.3.4  Contractor will be responsible for opening manholes in ballast tanks as necessary to pump in and remove any ballast with portable pumps.  The contractor shall empty and completely dry and clean any tanks which he has so used together with associated ballast suction piping, valves, manifolds, strainers, pumps, bilges, drain wells or any other areas which may become filled with water in the ballasting process.  He shall complete this before presenting the ship for re-delivery to the Maritime Administration.

3.3.5  Obtain required certificates and permits associated with the towing evolution.

3.3.6 Submit condition report that verifies that all the requirements of paragraph 3.1 have been completed. Condition report should include copies of all required calculations, certificates and permits.

3.4  Reference 5.4 is further amplified to require that the Contractor perform the following:

3.4.1  Conditions for Departure (Reference 5.4, Article 12, paragraph I.1(c).
Ships leaving the [Port of Hampton Roads] in the status of trip-in-tow, must have application made with the US Coast Guard Captain of the Port not less than [__] hours in advance and comply with all requirements of [here the preparer shall advise source and point-of-contact for local COTP instructions].

3.4.2  Conditions for Arrival. The Contractor shall be fully advised and comply with all local instructions for arrival in the vicinity of his own facility.

3.4.3
Salvage Association or Qualified Marine Surveyor (Reference 5.4, Article 12, paragraph I.1(c)(2), (hereafter referred to as a "surveyor", is defined as a surveyor qualified to perform surveys for an ocean trip-in-tow whose work and recommendations are acceptable to any major marine underwriter or classification society.  In the event that the recommendations of the surveyor conflict with the requirements of the Captain of the Port at either the origin or destination of the trip-in-tow, the Contractor shall comply with whichever of those individuals requires the highest standard of safety to the ship.

3.4.4  Equipment for tow, Reference 5.4, Article 12, paragraph I,1(c)(3), shall include provision and installation of all the tackle to rig a ship for ocean tow including bridle, towing hawser, emergency hawser(s), Jacob's ladder(s), towing lights and their power source. 

3.4.5  Insurance (Reference 5.4, Article 12, paragraph I,1(c)(4),  [Spec preparer shall research to provide specifics to the Contractor which define "standard towing liability insurance".  In addition to Local Region practice, an excellent source of this information is Chief, Division of Marine Insurance (MAR-575), 202-366-4146.]

CHECK POINT - Proof of Clearance for Trip-in-Tow

3.4.5.1
 Submit Condition Report to COTR to show that all clearance documents from the Captain of the Port (at both ends of each trip), surveyor and underwriter have been obtained.

CHECK POINT - Transfer of Ship Custody

3.4.5.2
 Accept custody of ship as directed by Reference 5.4, Article 12, paragraph I.2(a).  Relinquish custody of ship upon redelivery to [Spec preparer shall indicate the official accepting re-delivery.]

4.  Performance Criteria/Deliverables:
4.1  Daily Tank Status prior to a Trip-in-Tow (paragraph 3.1.1).

4.2  COTR permission to open tanks (paragraph 3.3.3.1).

4.3  Condition report verifying completed preparations (paragraph 3.4.5.1).

4.4 Receipt of standard custody document each time the vessel is transferred (paragraph 3.4.5.2).
