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1. Item Name: MAIN AND AUXILIARY AIR EJECTORS; INSPECT AND REPAIR

2. Scope of Work:
2.1  Location of Work: Engine spaces

2.2  Identification: Main and Auxiliary Air Ejectors

2.3  Intent: Open, clean and test the air ejectors.

3. Work Description:
3.1  Open main and auxiliary air ejectors to allow access to the nozzles and the water sides of the inter-condenser and the after-condenser.

3.2  Remove all nozzles from the air ejector.

3.2.1  Disassemble, clean and polish the interior of the removed nozzles.

3.2.2  Gauge nozzles to original size.

3.2.3  Provide written report of nozzle condition to COTR.

CHECK POINT - (Visual Inspection by ABS and COTR Required Prior to Re-assembly)
3.2.4  Reassemble and reinstall the nozzles using new gasket material and anti-seize compound.

CHECK POINT - (Hydrostatic Test Must be Done in the Presence of the COTR)
3.3  Provide and install fittings and blanks to apply a 15 psi hydrostatic test on the condensers.

3.3.1  Repair any leaks as directed by the COTR.

3.3.2  Re-test after repairs are accomplished to prove tightness.

3.3.3  Remove installed fittings and blanks.

3.3.4  Provide written report of condenser repairs and overall condition to COTR.

3.4  Reinstall all removed items, renewing damaged or missing fasteners and using new gasket material and anti-seize compound.

4.1  Submit Air Ejector Nozzle condition report to COTR (paragraph 3.2.3)

4.2  Submit Air Ejector Condenser repairs and condition report to COTR. (paragraph 3.3.4)
