3.2  COTR to approve use of a specific Subcontractor prior to commencement of work.

CHECK POINT - (Subcontractor)
3.2.1  Provide name of proposed subcontractor to COTR prior to start of work.

3.3  Ensure that the exhaust system to be cleaned is isolated electrically and controllers are secured and properly tagged and logged "out of service" in accordance with established tag out procedures. 

3.4  Clean ducts thoroughly by vacuum and/or mechanical means as required to remove all grease, dirt and foreign matter.

3.4.1  Areas of built up grease or other grime may be removed with detergent or approved solvents. All fluids and solvents used in the cleaning process shall be disposed of properly in accordance with local, state and federal laws.

3.4.2  Cleaning shall be accomplished at such times and in such a manner so as not to interfere with normal operation of the galley if the ship is in an active status. Scheduling of cleaning will be closely coordinated with the COTR.

3.5  Thoroughly clean the interior surfaces of the galley range exhaust ventilation duct system, including filters, all hardware and surfaces in the interior of the exhaust fan/motor housing, fan and fan discharge, ducting to the terminus, and exhaust opening screens at the exterior of the vessel.

3.6  Remove and restore interferences as necessary to accomplish the cleaning.

3.6.1  Carefully remove, store and reinstall insulation pads if applicable.

3.6.2  If required, a new access opening shall be cut into the duct work to facilitate cleaning.

3.6.3  If a new opening is cut, furnish new sheet metal covers and install over new openings using gaskets and sheet metal screws. Contractor to include cost of cutting up to five accesses in existing ducts.

3.6.4  Covers shall be verified air-tight. Replace all disturbed insulation. 

CHECK POINT - (Closing Inspection) 

3.6.4.1  The Contractor shall present the cleaned range duct system for COTR inspection prior to closure. 

3.7  All dirt and debris resulting from this work shall be removed from the vessel daily. All involved areas shall be left clean and in good order.

CHECK POINT - (Final Inspection)
3.7.1  Upon completion of work, all disturbed areas shall be left clean, primed and painted to match adjacent colors in accordance with MARAD Coating Guidelines for interior compartments. All cleaning and preservation to be approved by COTR.

4. Performance Criteria/Deliverables:
4.1  Approval of a specific Subcontractor prior to start of work. 

4.2  Satisfactory exhaust duct system cleanliness prior to reassembly of disassembled components.

4.3  Satisfactory exhaust duct system cleaning, restoration of vent duct openings, disturbed area preservation and work area cleanliness.
