2.3  Intent: Conduct a leak and tightness test of cargo hold hatch covers serving cargo holds in accordance with American Bureau of Shipping requirements as contained in section 1/3.7.1.q of the RULES FOR BUILDING AND CLASSING STEEL VESSELS.

3. Work Description: 

3.1  Examine hatch cover leafs for any damage or holed areas. Examine all lock - down devices for proper operability or damage.

3.1.1  The contractor is to submit a written report of results of the examination to the COTR. 

3.2  Operationally open and close the hatch covers to insure proper functioning.

3.3  With hatch covers in a partially opened position, lock covers with positive securements to prevent inadvertent closing of same.

3.4  Conduct visual examination of rubber gasket material and steel gasket landing to locate any evident discontinuity to sealing surface. 

CHECK POINT - (Hatch Cover Sealing Arrangements)

3.4.1  Examination of sealing arrangements is to be conducted in the presence of the COTR and the American Bureau of Shipping surveyor.

3.4.2  The contractor is to submit a written report of the results of the visual examination to the COTR.

3.5  Remove temporary securements and close hatch covers. Secure hatch cover leafs in the closed position with the attached lock-down devices.

3.6  Apply hose test to the hatch cover sealing arrangements. Hose test pressure and spray pattern is to be in accordance with the requirements of the attending American Bureau of Shipping surveyor.

CHECK POINT - (Testing of Hatch Covers)

3.6.1  The hose test is to be conducted in the presence of the COTR and the American Bureau of Shipping surveyor.

3.6.2  The contractor is to submit a written report of results of the test to the COTR.
