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1. Item Name:  DUMBWAITERS; ANNUAL TEST AND INSPECTION
2. Scope of Work: 

2.1  Location: Throughout the ship (see paragraph 3.1).

2.2  Identification: See paragraph 3.1.

2.3  Intent: Accomplish annual safety inspection and certification to the ship's dumbwaiter(s).

3. Work Description:
3.1  Dumbwaiters to be inspected and repaired under this specification are;

3.1.1  
Location/function

Manufacturer/Model No.
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3.2  COTR shall approve (or disapprove) the use of a certified technical representative during Pre-award Survey and prior to starting work.

CHECK POINT - (Subcontractor)
3.2.1  COTR approve (or disapprove) Subcontractor.

3.2.2  Contractor verify to COTR availability of approved Subcontractor during Pre-award survey and prior to starting work.

3.3  Examination.

3.3.1  Conduct safety tag out and isolation of Dumbwaiter system undergoing work to prevent accidents. 

3.3.2  Make all removals and restorations, open up and close up all equipment and devices, make tests and adjustments as necessary to accomplish a complete inspection of the designated dumbwaiter(s), and all associated equipment and devices. The inspection shall include all the examinations, inspections, tests and adjustments as prescribed in the current edition of ASNI/ASME A17.2 - 1982, Inspectors Manual for Elevators and Escalators.

CHECK POINT - (Condition Report)
3.3.3  Any and all conditions existing that are not in accordance with the applicable requirements of ASNI/ASME A17.2 - 1982 Inspectors Manual for Elevators and Escalators and any and all conditions existing that would affect the safe and efficient operation of the dumbwaiter shall be reported by a serialized Condition Report to the COTR immediately. Repairs will be authorized by a separate delivery order.

3.4  Maintenance

3.4.1  Thoroughly lubricate all dumbwaiter machinery and fittings in accordance with 5.1.

3.4.2  Thoroughly clean all accessible areas of the dumbwaiter and dumbwaiter machinery, including all surfaces exposed to food, and including the dumbwaiter equipment pit. In addition to grease, grime, dirt and debris, any spilled foodstuffs shall be removed from the environs of the dumbwaiter.

3.5  Demonstrate proper operation of the dumbwaiter(s) including all safety devices, interlocks and the intercom system.

CHECK POINT - (Operational Test)

3.5.1  COTR shall witness operational test.

CHECK POINT - (Certificate)
3.6  After successful completion of the operational test and certification, provide the Inspection and Repair Certificate attesting to the inspection and accomplishment of corrections to the COTR. This certificate shall, for each dumbwaiter, state the following:

3.6.1  That the dumbwaiter has been inspected in accordance with the requirements of the current edition of ASNI/ASME A17.2 - 1982 Inspectors Manual for Elevators and Escalators.

3.6.2  That all repairs and corrections specified in the serialized Condition Report that affect the safe operation of the dumbwaiter have been accomplished in accordance with the current edition of ASNI/ASME A17.2 - 1982 Inspectors Manual for Elevators and Escalators.

3.7  Deactivations

3.7.1  At the completion of all tests and repairs, lowered the dumbwaiter cab to the bottom and support it with wooden blocks to take the strain off the cable.

3.7.2  Isolate and tag out the dumbwaiter control stations and motor controller.

"WARNING
Do not operate until blocks are removed in way of cab"

3.7.3  Install wooden blocks to hold the lower dumbwaiter door open and provide ventilation through the dumbwaiter shaft.

3.8  Activations. Prior to performing any other work in this specification:

3.8.1  Remove all blocks from the lower dumbwaiter door and from under the cab.

3.8.2  Examine dumbwaiter, together with its controls and accessories for mechanical and electrical safety and operability. Energize dumbwaiter and perform an operational test.

3.8.3  Remove warning signs from the dumbwaiter control stations and motor controller that refer to the blocking done as part of the prior deactivation.

4. Performance Criteria/Deliverables:
4.1  Approval of the specific certified technical representative.

4.2  Verify to COTR availability of approved Subcontractor.

4.3  Receipt of serialized Condition Report identifying any deficiencies found.

4.4  Receipt of an Inspection and Repair Certificate.

4.5  Satisfactory operational test.
